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Advanced Placement on the Move

Woodbury High School has nearly doubled the number of Advanced Placement courses
offered over the last five years.

We originally offered the following six courses: AP Chemistry , AP Calculus (AB
level) , AP Calculus (BC level) , AP Language & Composition , AP US
Government & Politics, and AP US History . In the last five years, we have added
five more offerings: AP Physics (level B) , AP Biology , AP Spanish Language ,
AP Literature & Composition , and AP Music Theory . Finally, AP World Histo-
ry wi || be in place for next yearods freshipn
total of twelve AP courses will be available to the Woodbury student.

These classes prepare students to take a national AP exam. A student can earn credit
at most colleges by achieving a score of a 3, 4, or 5. The Woodbury Class of 2010 had
an impressive 23% of the graduating seniors reach this score level on one or more of
the AP tests taken during their high school years.
