It’s hard to believe more than half of the school year has gone by!   There are several 
upcoming events included in this update.  Check your school calendars and visit the 
website for additional events each week.   

 

A few important reminders:  

 

ATTENDANCE:  The attendance policy was revised last summer.   

“A secondary student will be present for one-hundred sixty-six (166) days in order to be 
awarded course credit regardless of the reason for the absence, except that absences for the 
observance of religious holidays and absences caused by a student’s suspension will be counted 
toward the one-hundred sixty-six (166) day total.   

 

A secondary student denied course credit may attend a credit completion session (Saturday Atten-
dance School Program) to regain the denied credit, provided the student has been in attendance 
for one-hundred forty-five (145) days.  

 For courses meeting for less than a full year, a student needs to be in attendance ninety percent 
(90%) of the days.”  

 Every five (5) latenesses to school equals one (1) absence. 

[The Saturday Attendance School Program is held once a month, beginning in January—(the next 
one:  March 29 —8:00 a.m. to noon in room O33.   One day’s absence is credited for each session 
attended.]
