District Technology Vision 

 

The Woodbury School District is committed to creating a curricular framework that 

integrates and utilizes technology as a tool to advance student learning and to empower 

students to become independent lifelong learners in a rapidly changing, information-filled 

age.  The thorough integration of technology into each discipline in the curriculum 

becomes a unifying force that encourages interdisciplinary collaboration and enables the 

school district to serve as a center for all citizens in the community. 

 

Technology supports school reform by providing students and staff with the information 

required to achieve state mandated standards. Technology will support the achievement 

of the district goals as outlined in the board approved Strategic Plan.   A 

telecommunications system providing transmission of voice, data, and video, will be 

accessible by all students, staff, and parents. Computer labs are open during evening 

hours for students and their parents.  E-mail resources and Internet access contribute to 

the development of information skills, collaborative learning, and problem solving. 

Ethical and appropriate use of all technology resources will be required of both staff and 

students. Achievement of the goals established by Woodbury Public Schools will be 

supported by both the technological systems and related professional development.   

 

This technology plan will be reviewed periodically by a district technology committee 

and adjusted to provide the school district with the flexibility, timeliness, and promotion 

of the collaborative efforts necessary for achieving an equitable and effective integration 

of technology with the New Jersey Core Curricular Content Standards 
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III. Technology Overview 
  

A.1 Technology Inventory 

 

The Woodbury Public School district provides a local and wide area network to meet the 

technology needs of staff, students and community. Network resources, network space 

for saving and accessing work, a district web site, and software applications are available 

to all staff and students. Computer labs, classroom computers, Smart Board technology, 

and mobile laptop carts enable the district to meet instructional needs.  

 

 

A technology inventory is included in Appendix A. 

 

 

 

 Software and Infrastructure 

 

The district wide network provides the infrastructure required to support the technology 

needs of the school district.   Microsoft Exchange Server provides e-mail for Woodbury 

Public Schools. Network security and content filtering is provided through the use of a 

K12USA SecureSchool Appliance at the district level. All district servers are backed up 

daily to disk and weekly to tape using Symantec Backup Exec. 

 

Software applications available within the district enable students and staff to accomplish 

established goals. Microsoft Windows operating systems and Microsoft Office are 

components of all district computers.  Administrative software includes PowerSchool and 

the accompanying teacher grade book. These administrative programs are web based to 

provide flexibility of use by staff and administration. Parental access to these programs is 

also provided to support district efforts to communicate effectively with parents 

concerning student achievement and attendance. A health data program, School Nurse 

Assistant Program (SNAP), is used by the health professionals within the district. Tracker 

is used for the generating of IEPs.  

 

The district uses a web based curriculum management application, Curriculum Mapper. 

This application creates a database of district wide curriculum, enabling effective 

communication of district goals, as well as a platform for articulation and revision of 

curriculum. Data driven revisions to curricula are implemented in response to 

standardized test results.   

 

Woodbury Public Schools also uses the web based Measures of Academic Progress 

(MAP) program to provide data that drives decisions on both instructional strategies and 

curriculum revision. 

 

In addition, the district has content specific software in major content areas that is 

revisited and updated annually.  Web-based subscription services also provide resources 
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needed to achieve our district goals.  Web-based instructional software, for example 

Study Island, Accelerated Math, Brain Pop and Reading A to Z, help to complete the 

inventory of resources available to the students and teachers in Woodbury Public 

Schools.

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III. Technology Overview  

A.3. Assistive Technology 

 

The Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act (IDEIA), the federal special 

education law, provides the following legal definition of an assistive technology device: 

"any item, piece of equipment, or product system... that is used to increase, maintain, or 

improve functional capabilities of individuals with disabilities." Under IDEIA, assistive 

technology devices can be used in the educational setting to provide a variety of 

accommodations or adaptations for people with disabilities. 

The term assistive technology encompasses a broad range of devices from "low tech" 

(e.g., pencil grips, splints, paper stabilizers) to "high tech" (e.g., computers, voice 

synthesizers, Braille readers).ò (source: http://www.pluk.org/AT1.html#2) 

 

Woodbury Public Schools is in compliance with this federal mandate and strives for 

NIMAS compliance. The district provides technology-based accommodations as part of 

the studentsô IEP process. An action plan is developed for students determined to be in 

need of assistive technology.  Strategies and technology resources are outlined and 

technology resources incorporated into the instructional setting. Training is provided as 

needed so staff can effectively implement the use of the prescribed technologies.  Here is 

a snapshot of assistive technologies currently in use: 

  

¶ Utilization of FM hearing systems that include both class wide as well as 

individual units that deliver the teacherôs voice directly to students.  

  

¶ DragonSpeak software that allow students to word process via voice recognition. 

 

¶ Alpha Smart key board systems that allow students with fine and gross motor 

dexterity issues to keyboard notes and assignments as opposed to traditional 

manual note taking  

  

¶ Contracted with RFB&D (Recordings for the Blind & Dyslexic) for the provision 

of technology necessary to implement Books on Tape to support literacy 

instruction for visually impaired and dyslexic students.  

  

¶ Mini-Mo and Dino-Vo device for severely disabled autistic students that allow 

them to óspeakô by tapping icons on a communication board.  

 

Furthermore, the district continues to increase the use of software programs to enhance 

instruction. During our last report we highlighted the districts use of Kidspiration and My 

Reading Coach that by their very design are assistive technologies which meet special 

needs.  Kidspiration strengthens literacy skills with its powerful text to speech feature 

while My Reading Coach is a computer based reading software package. In addition to

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this we also utilize Read 180 as well as Fluent Reader Trainer to supplement traditional 

reading instruction. The district has also begun utilizing the comprehensive PLATO 

software as an alternative method for multiple content instruction including Math, 

Science, History, and English in our Alternative Evening program.  

 

 

 

III. A. 4. Educators access to educational technology 

 

The district provides a computer designated for teacher use to each classroom. Teacher 

computers have all necessary Microsoft Office applications for professional productivity, 

as well as email capabilities. Teacher computers are connected to district printers and 

copiers. Network space is provided to all educators to save and access their work. In 

addition, the district web site provides links to programs such as PowerSchool, Grade 

Book, and Curriculum Mapper for teacher use. Remote email is provided to staff via the 

web site. All district teachers have access to computer labs in their buildings for class 

instruction.  Mobile computer labs are available for teachers to bring technology into 

their everyday learning environment.  Smart Board technology is available for teachers to 

use as they integrate technology across the curriculum. 

 

 

 

III. A. 5. Administrators access to technology in their workplace 

 

District administrators have all the resources listed above, as well as laptop computers for 

their professional use. Although they are not provided by the district, most administrators 

have cell phones that they can synchronize with their email and calendars. Our phone 

system allows for remote access to voice mail, or it can be set up to send a copy via 

email.  Remote access to the network is available to all administrators. 

 

 

 

 

III. A. 6. Accessibility of district web site to all 

 

All pages of the district web site are designed with accessibility in mind using cascading 

style sheets (CSS), a newer version of html or xhtml, alt tags and more. Our main pages 

have been scanned and major issues addressed to make these pages more accessible. All 

pages have addressed at least priority 1 items. 
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III. A. 7. Replacement and Obsolescence Plan 

 

Desktop Computers and Laptops will be replaced or upgraded on a rotating basis in 

accordance with the districtôs annual replacement schedule. All other phone, computer, 

and network based equipment (servers, switches, projectorsé) will also be replaced or 

upgraded in accordance with the districtôs annual replacement schedule. 

 

 

Equipment Repair 

The technology department is responsible for the initial diagnosis of problems and repair 

of equipment.  Online tech forms are available through the district web site to report 

technology maintenance requests. Technicians will check warranty eligibility during the 

repair process. The technology department will make the decision whether the computer 

needs to be repaired or replaced. Replacement decisions will be made collaboratively 

with the Business Office. 

 

Obsolescence 

If the cost or time to repair the equipment exceeds replacement value, the equipment will 

be disposed of or replaced depending on the budgetary situation of the district and 

technology department.   

 

The required speed of a computer is determined by the software required for a particular 

program.  In a software driven network, the software determines the type of equipment 

and its useful life. Obsolescence will be determined accordingly. 

 

Additionally, efforts will be made to dispose of replaced computer equipment through the 

GovDeals on line auction. 

 

 

 

 

III. B. Cyber Safety 

 

1. Filtering - The technology department provides cyber safety to the district through 

network based filtering.  Web content filtering is provided through a K12USA 

SecureSchool appliance at the district level.  In addition, virus protection is provided at 

the network level using Symantec Endpoint Corporate Anti-Virus.  E-mail filtering occurs 

at the district level, as well through a Barracuda appliance.  

 

2. Acceptable Use Policy - Woodbury Public Schools requires that all technology users 

(teachers, administrators, support staff and students) sign an Acceptable Use Policy.  This 

document outlines the protocols and rules for using the district technology resources. In 

addition, technology teachers stress appropriate technology use in their classes.  See 

Appendix C for copies of the district Student Acceptable Use Policy.

3. Districtôs Internet Safety Policy ï  

 

A. The students and staff of Woodbury Public Schools are protected against 

access to obscene, pornographic, or harmful content through filtering at the 

network level. The district uses K12USA SecureSchool. The technology 

department continually updates and checks these products to ensure they are 

current. The student AUP delineates the district policy concerning these issues.  

This policy must be signed by both the student and his/her guardian, which also 

functions to foster community awareness of district internet safety policy.  

 

 

 

B. Educating Minors about appropriate online behavior - Woodburyôs technology 

curriculum includes the following NJCCCS goal: ñ8.1.4.B ï Students will 

practice responsible social and ethical behavior when using technology 

informationò. Beginning with the primary grades, Woodbury technology teachers 

instruct students on necessary safety issues concerning technology use. All 

technology teachers in grades K through 12 continue with this instruction.  

Lessons on Acceptable Use Policies are taught.  Throughout the curriculum, 

students are taught what information is safe to share on the Internet.  Classroom 

teachers follow through with these concepts in the classroom and model Internet 

safety when using district computer labs and Smart Boards. The topic of cyber 

bullying is specifically addressed in the Acceptable Use Policy that students are 

required to sign. Related issues are discussed with students during lessons that 

include technology integration strategies.  In addition, cyber bullying issues are 

discussed with students by administration in an ongoing manner. 

 

 

4. Online safety resources available to parents - Parents of Woodbury students must sign 

their childôs Acceptable Use Policy to ensure that parents are aware of the protection 

provided by the district, as well as the responsibilities of their child.  The district web site 

contains links for parents on the topic of online safety.  The Board Policy concerning 

Internet safety was initially adopted in December 2004, and is updated as required.  The 

District Technology Committee reviews the AUP annually and makes recommendations 

for revisions to the policy.  This Board Policy is posted on the district website, and 

available to all parents and community members. 

 

III. C. Needs Assessment 

 

Data obtained through surveys of teachers, students and parents is included in the process 

of determining district technology needs.  Teachers are surveyed both formally and 

informally.  Grade level and department meetings provide a forum for the discussion of 

technology needs.  The District Technology Committee includes examination of teacher 

needs, as well as implementation of strategies to meet those needs. In addition, these 
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needs are forwarded to the Curriculum Office where professional development activities 

are planned. 

 

Teachers are formally surveyed on a biannual basis to determining their technology 

needs.  These surveys are conducted on line via the Quia site. The results of these surveys 

are examined at the administrative level. In addition, the survey guides the District 

Technology Committee in determining technology needs and their priorities.  This 

information was utilized in the formation of the District Technology Plan, which receives 

its initial district approval through this committee. A summary of the most recent teacher 

survey appears on page 13 of the Woodbury Three Year Technology Plan.  A copy of the 

survey is available in Appendix D of this plan. 

 

The technology needs of students are surveyed in multiple ways. Grades in technology 

courses reflect student needs.  Technology department meetings address these needs. 

Students in grade four are assessed by their technology teachers using a comprehensive 

checklist that is reflective of the NJCCCS Technology standards.  This process is outlined 

on page 15 of the district technology plan.  Eighth grade students are surveyed annually 

using a rubric similar to the NJTAP-IN rubric.  All performance indicators required by 

the NJCCCS Technology Standard are included in the process.  These results are posted 

on a shared network drive so administrators, technology teachers, and the district 

technology committee can have access to them for planning purposes. A more detailed 

description of this assessment is outlined on page 26 of the district technology plan.  

Appendix F contains the rubric used for eighth grade students. 

 

Parent needs and requests are also considered in process of establishing district 

technology needs.  Parents have access to the district student information system via the 

district web site. The web site also provides parents with a copy of the district technology 

plan, as well as a description of the technology resources offered to their students. Parents 

are informally surveyed through parent organizations, as well as through a parent 

committee that meets with administrators.  In addition, the web site contains an online 

survey where parents can convey their assessment of programs, as well as suggest areas 

of need. 

 

1. a. Current practice in technology integration  
  

Technology is integrated with classroom instruction throughout the learning environment.  

Multiple computer labs are available throughout the buildings. These facilities are used 

by technology instructors, and also can be reserved by classroom teachers for instruction. 

Computer labs provide Internet ready computers for all students, as well as a carefully 

selected menu of software that is linked to NJCCCS goals. The district web site provides 

links to curricular integration materials for both students and parents. Most buildings 

have wireless laptop carts and the required access points to bring technology into the 

everyday learning environment of the students. Smart Board technology, which allows 

for the seamless integration of technology resources into instruction, is currently 

available in several grade levels, as well as selected special education classrooms. District 
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wide technology goals are set for all students to provide consistency and address 

achievement of the NJCCCS. 

 

1. b. Summary of teacher proficiency in the use of technology 

 

Woodbury currently surveys staff annually to determine professional development needs 

and interests, and plans in-service trainings in response to the results.  Assessment of the 

technology skills of teachers is accomplished through the use of a Woodbury Technology 

Assessment posted on the Quia website. Teachers and administrators complete the 

assessment online and the results are then available to the district to better design future 

professional development activities. A copy of this assessment is available in Appendix 

D of this document. 

 

Current survey results show the following:  

 

The Woodbury Teacher Technology Assessment organizes technology literacy into the 

following five categories: 

 

¶ Technology Operations and Concepts 

¶ Technology Ethics and Safety 

¶ Teaching and Learning with Technology 

¶ Productivity and Professional Practice 

¶ Assessment and Evaluation 

 

 

 

The most recent Woodbury Teacher Technology Assessment was administered on line 

(via Quia.com) in February 2010.  In nearly all categories, approximately 80 percent of 

teachers surveyed ranked as either Proficient or Advanced Proficient.  There were two 

categories that fell below this standard.  They are as follows: 

 

- Using technology resources to implement standards driven instruction (30% 

partial proficiency) 

- Using technology based reports of student progress to evaluate learning and 

revise teaching strategies based on that data (40% partial proficiency) 

 

The Professional Development section of this plan demonstrates that these are the areas 

that will be stressed in upcoming staff development activities. 
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1. c. i. Educators’ access to technology to facilitate technology integration 

 

In addition to a teacher computer station for each faculty member, the district provides a 

wealth of technology resources to be used for technology integration. The district web 

site lists technology integration sites and lessons. Grade level and department meetings 

provide a forum for deciding on curriculum integration goals and the discussion of 

implementation strategies.  All district teachers have access to computer labs in their 

buildings for class instruction.  Mobile computer labs are available for teachers to bring 

technology into their everyday learning environment.  Smart Board technology is 

available for teachers to use as they integrate technology across the curriculum. 

 

1. c. ii. Student access to technology required for technology integration 

 

Students have access to computer labs in each building.  These facilities have Internet 

ready computers, as well as printers, and LCD projectors to enhance curricular 

instruction.  Technology instructors use these labs for instruction, and classroom teachers 

also use the rooms for whole class instruction. Most classrooms also have clusters of 

computers for student use.    

 

Mobile wireless laptop labs, connected to the network, are available in most buildings to 

deliver technology into the classroom for all students.  The district web site provides 

multiple student resources and links.  Carefully selected software and web site lists 

provide the curricular link required for integration.  Individual student login accounts are 

available to students in grades 6 through 12.  Each elementary classroom also has an 

account. 

 

Smart Board technology is available in classrooms at the middle school level, as well as 

selected elementary and high school classrooms, to facilitate the integration and 

accessibility of technology into all curricular areas. The district plans to expand the Smart 

Board initiative into additional grade levels. 

 

1. c. iii. – Evaluating staff needs 

 

District wide technology needs are addressed at department or grade level meetings. 

These findings are forwarded to the Technology Department and the Business Office for 

assessment and implementation.  Technical service needs are addressed through a tech 

support form on the district web site. Teachers report their needs to the Technology 

Department. Results of yearly teacher technology proficiency assessments are used to 

determine staff needs in technology training. The district Technology Committee makes 

recommendations related to staff technology needs, as does a cabinet comprised of 

district administrators. 
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1. c. iv. – Evaluating student needs 

 

A procedure for establishing student needs is delineated in Strategy I in Woodbury Public 

Schoolsô five year Strategic Plan. Strategy I states: ñWe will effectively utilize multiple 

sources of assessment data to improve instruction, close the achievement gap, and 

increase academic performanceò. Clearly defined implementation activities are outlined. 

Staff responsible for each initiative is defined. 

 

Technology teachers in collaboration with classroom instructors, determine the hardware 

and software needs of the students. These are forwarded to the Curriculum Office, the 

Technology Office, and Business Office for implementation.  Technology instructional 

needs are assessed through the use of technology skills checklists (technology teachers 

and classroom teachers collaboratively) and a technology literacy assessment at the 

eighth grade level.  Standardized test results, as well as results from online MAP tests 

(Measures of Academic Progress) are used to determine curricular areas of need for 

software purchases. 

 

1. c. v. Past professional development addressed educators and student technology 

integration needs 

 

The Local Professional Development Plan, created by the curriculum office, in 

consultation with the district professional development committee is the driving force in 

the planning and implementation of staff development initiatives. Professional 

development on technology integration within content areas is partly determined through 

the close examination of student performance on statewide assessments. Additionally, 

results of MAP testing have been used to determine specific skill areas of student need. 

Staff development activities delivered either by department or grade level addressed these 

needs.  Curricular areas of need are determined, and technology infused professional 

development in these areas is planned by the Curriculum Office. In addition, both teacher 

and student technology proficiency assessments are used to determine areas of need.  

Informally, professional development needs are discussed at grade level and department 

meetings throughout the district. 

 

1. c. vi. & viii.  Past and ongoing, professional development for administrators 

 

Professional development is essential to district administrators as they strive to lead the 

district in developing and implementing strategies to foster technology integration to 

support learning. Administrators participate in district provided technology related staff 

development activities. During the 2009 school year, administrators were on the forefront 

in the implementation and planning of two technology-related initiativesï MAP testing 

and Curriculum Mapping. Initial and intense training was provided to administrators prior 

to the introduction of these topics to the teachers. These training opportunities allowed 

the administrators to effectively assume their position as instructional leaders in 

implementing these initiatives with staff. Administrators also participated in staff 
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development activities that included focus on using technology to drive data based 

decision making and differentiated instruction. 

 

1. c. vii. Ongoing professional development in 2009-2010 for staff 

 

The district conducts many in-house professional development activities. Conducting 

small group sessions reflective of teacher needs and proficiency levels has been 

successful.  Staff development activities are planned for in-service days, faculty 

meetings, department meetings, and grade level meetings.  Most sessions focus on a 

particular curricular standard based on student assessment data.  Recent professional 

development activities related to technology include the following: 

 

¶ Data Driven Decision Making using MAP 

Teachers were trained in accessing and studying the results of test data 

included in this online assessment tool.  Sessions focused on using this 

data to make instructional decisions that addressed student needs, as well 

as district achievement goals. 

 

 

 

¶ Curriculum Mapping Using an On-line Database 

 

Teachers were trained in the use of the Curriculum Mapper online 

database that houses the curriculum of each course offered in the district. 

Through this program, staff has available a shared source for curricular 

information that will function as a base for collaborative and collegial 

discussion. Identifying gaps and redundancies within the curriculum 

enables teachers to more efficiently address student needs. 
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¶ Using Technology to Support Differentiated Instruction 

 

Teachers were trained to investigate on line MAP data and to use that data 

to support the district differentiated instruction goals. Multiple reports and 

data presentations enable staff to make decisions on which target skill 

areas need to be considered prior to state testing. Data on student grouping 

by proficiency, as well as the specific learning goals required by that 

group, supports district strategies to implement differentiated instruction. 

 

 

¶ Using Smart Board Technology to Support Integrating Technology into 

Instruction 

 

Teachers were trained to use the Smart Board. Strategies for infusing this 

resource into direct instruction were formulated. Modeling of the use of 

these technologies, as well as Internet safety and ethics were stressed.  The 

technology staff and the maintenance department supported installation 

and implementation of the initiative. 
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1. c. ix. Supports for staff other than professional development 

 

Staff is assisted by a responsive technology support system that is accessed through the 

district web site.  Needs are rapidly reported to the technology department for 

implementation.  Additionally, technology help is often communicated via E-mail or the 

district web site. 

 

1. c. x. Professional development needs and barriers relating to using educational 

technology as part of instruction have been identified 

The two most pressing needs are finding adequate time and adequate funding.  New and 

updated equipment necessary for successful integration of technology and its related 

professional development are costly, and budgetary restrictions are a reality.  Limits on 

the number of staff development days make scheduling professional development a 

challenge.  One solution is to seek funding through grants, but strict eligibility 

requirements and limited availability are a reality.

C. Meeting NCLB requirement for technology literacy – Grade Eight 

 

 

The following process is used to track and assess studentsô technology proficiency: 

 

- Student assessment is completed in all technology classes. These grades are a component 

of the district report cards 

- Elementary technology teachers complete a technology skills checklist for students in 

grade four. The checklist contains skills as outlined in the NJCCCS technology standard 

8.1 

- An eighth grade assessment of technology proficiency is administered yearly and 

evaluated to determine both individual and district needs. 

 

 

Eighth grade proficiency test  

 

Eighth grade students are assessed for technology proficiency using a rubric similar to 

the NJTAP-IN. Students are evaluated on a problem solving project embedded in the 

curriculum of a content area. Students create multimedia projects, which are evaluated 

using the rubric to determine technology proficiency.  All performance indicators for 

NJCCCS technology standard 8.1 are included within this rubric. Completed rubrics are 

saved on the district network, so a longitudinal study of results is possible. Results are a 

topic of discussion for the District Technology Committee, where recommendations for 

future technology needs and focus can be determined.

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V. Three Year Implementation Activities

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VI. Funding Plan 

 

Technology services will be provided to ensure effective use of electronic resources.  

These services will include: network maintenance, web site maintenance, equipment 

purchases and upgrades, upgrading of network infrastructure, technician services, and 

repairs.  Equipment purchases will include, but not be limited to, computers, servers, 

switches, equipment, and peripherals (including printers, scanners, Smart Boards, etc.).  

Technical services will also include computer accessories and technical supplies. 

 

Connectivity services will ensure high speed Internet access for use in goal achievement.  

These services will include monthly fees to ISP (bandwidth), network consultation fees, 

the acquisition of broader wireless network facilities. Also included will be yearly fees 

for virus and E-mail protection. 

 

Online databases and resources will be utilized to access online instructional information.  

These web based resources will include Brain Pop, Enchanted Learning, Reading A to Z, 

Quia, Study Island, among others.  

 

Digital curricula will be used to attain technology integration goals. License fees, 

maintenance and support fees, and upgrading costs of software will be necessary to 

provide learning resources.  Software will relate to curriculum and will include, but not 

be limited to, Microsoft Office Professional, CAD software, science lab software, 

Inspiration, and varied elementary curricular related applications.  Networked and web 

based software will include, but not be limited to, Accelerated Math, Accelerated Reader, 

PLATO and student multimedia programs. Software accompanying textbooks adopted by 

the district will be assessed and purchased, if deemed necessary. NIMAS compliance will 

address accessibility needs.  Professional development will be provided to teachers to 

ensure integration of resources into the curriculum. 

 

Management products and services increase district productivity.  A student information 

system (PowerSchool) will be used to track attendance, discipline, schedules and student 

grades.  An IEP generating program (Tracker) will be utilized for special education 

students.  District nurses will use the SNAP application to keep student health records. 

Curriculum Mapper will be utilized to create an online database of district curricula.  

MAP testing program will be used to assist teachers in differentiating instruction.  

Licensing, upgrades, and support fees will be required for these management programs.  

Professional development will be provided to staff to ensure effective use of these 

resources.   

 

Partnership services will be sought to better enable Woodbury Public Schools to meet 

technology goals.  These partnerships will be forged with EIRC and the Gloucester 

County Curriculum Consortium.

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VII. Professional Development 

 

A.  The professional development activities noted in this plan will be coordinated by the 

District Curriculum Supervisor, Mrs. Antoinette Capodanno. 

 

B. 1 & B. 2   

Ongoing, sustained professional development activities for Woodbury teachers and 

administrators are provided to further the effective use of technology in all learning 

environments. 

 

 Professional development in the Woodbury Public Schools ensures that teachers use 

technology tools to integrate technology into instruction of the core curricular standards. 

Professional development activities encompass using technology enhanced data to assess 

student performance and differentiate instruction accordingly (in support of the District 

Strategic Plan).  Professional productivity is incorporated into technology related staff 

development activities. Woodbury Public Schools strive to ensure that technology tools 

and resources are seamlessly integrated into instruction across all grade levels and 

content areas. Teachers are trained to use a technology based curriculum database 

(Curriculum Mapper) to address and articulate curricula in all subject areas.   

Additionally, teachers receive ongoing training and support to use technology tools to 

assess student achievement, manage student grades, publish student report cards, and post 

pertinent information on the district web site. 

 

1. Professional development days are included in the calendar of the Woodbury 

Public Schools. The teachersô calendar contains five additional days designated 

for professional development. Early dismissal days are planned throughout the 

school year to accommodate additional staff development activities. Additionally, 

after school time is allotted to specific staff development activities 

2. Evaluation forms of staff development activities are completed by staff to assess 

not only the effectiveness and relevancy of the session, but also to allow for input 

on future staff development needs 

3. Grade level meetings and department meetings are utilized to address additional 

professional development needs 

4. Teachersô needs for technology oriented professional development are assessed 
by a Teacher Technology Proficiency Survey. (see Appendix D for a copy of our 

most recent survey administered in February, 2010) 

5. The Local Professional Development Committee (LPDC) consisting of teachers 

and administrators meets regularly to review any and all needs assessment 

information and make recommendations for in-service opportunities. 

6. Teachers may submit requests for professional development experiences away 

from the school district. Requests are evaluated by administrative staff and 

subsidized by the district 
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7. Needs based technology training relates directly to immediate productivity needs: 

i.e., PowerSchool for entering assignments and grades, Smart Board training to 

drive technology integration into direct instruction 

8. Needs based technology training relates directly to immediate instructional needs 

impacting achievement of AYP: i.e., using MAP data to drive differentiated 

instruction, curriculum revisions using Curriculum Mapper 

9. Staff Reference pages are included on the district web site to provide training and 

support for district technology resources and applications 

 

 

B.3. Professional development opportunities exist for technical staff. 

 

 Professional Development opportunities and resources exist for technical staff. 

Support contracts for equipment and software applications provide help, resources, and 

training for technical staff. Technical staff members are members of the Gloucester 

County Technology Consortium, a forum for training and available resources. 

 

 

 

B.4 Professional development is provided to all staff on the application of assistive 

technologies to support all students in their learning. 

 

Staff development is provided to staff to enable instructors to use assistive technologies 

to support student learning. Smart Board technology has been introduced in the district so 

that all students have access to curricular related technologies, as well as instructional 

modeling on the use of these resources. The district purchases software programs that, by 

design, meet special needs ï applications with text to speech features, auditory feedback 

to learners, and voice recognition. Teachers using these products receive training in their 

implementation. Student IEPs contain technology based accommodations, and relevant 

staff members are trained to implement these plans using either district personnel or 

independent consultants.  
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C. Ongoing, sustained, high quality professional development is planned for the 

2010-2011 school year. These professional development opportunities relate to the 

infusion of technology into the curricular process 

 

 

Woodbury Public Schools will implement sustained, ongoing professional development 

to teachers, media specialists, classroom support personnel, and administrators.  The 

categories for staff development are listed below, as are the tentative topics for each year.

STUDENT ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY FOR TECHNOLOGY  

 

Purpose:  
Woodbury School District offers technology and Internet access for student use. The purpose of 

providing technology resources is twofold: 1) to improve learning and teaching through research, 

teacher training, collaboration, dissemination, and the use of global communication resources, 

and 2) to assist in preparing students for success in life and work in the 21st century by providing 

them with electronic access to a wide range of information and the ability to communicate with 

people from throughout the world.  

Because Woodbury provides global access through a connection to the Internet, students and their 

families must understand that the Woodbury School District and system administrators have 

control over content only to the extent that a constantly updated web filtering system provides. 

While much of the content available on the Internet is a valuable educational resource and is 

innocuous, some objectionable material exists. The District will provide student access to Internet 

resources only in supervised environments and has taken steps to lock out objectionable materials 

via web filtering, but potential dangers remain. Students and their parents/guardians are advised 

that some systems may contain defamatory, inaccurate, abusive, obscene, profane, sexually 

oriented, threatening, racially offensive, or otherwise illegal material. Woodbury School District 

and the system administrators do not condone the use of such materials and do not permit usage 

of such materials in the school environment. Parents of minors should be aware of the existence 

of such material and monitor any future home usage of the Districtôs resources. Students 

knowingly bringing such materials into the school environment will be dealt with according to the 

discipline policies of the District, and such activities may result in termination of such studentsô 

usage of Woodburyôs technology facilities and any further action deemed necessary by the school 

administrators. This Acceptable Use Policy and the accompanying user contract must be read, 

understood, and signed by every computer user within Woodbury School District.  

 

A. Educational Purpose  

1. The Internet has been established in Woodbury for educational purposes, which 

include classroom activities, career development research, and high-quality self-

discovery activities.  

2. Woodbury School District has the right to place reasonable restrictions on the material 

you access or post through the network. You are also expected to follow the rules set 

forth in Woodburyôs District Policy and the law in your use of the Internet.  

3. You may not use the Internet for commercial purposes. This means you may not offer, 

provide, or purchase products or services through it.  

4. You may not use the Internet for political lobbying. However, you may use the system 

to communicate with elected representatives and to express your opinion on political 

issues.  
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Information Content & Uses of the System/Network:  
The user agrees not to publish on or over the system/network any information which violates or 

infringes upon the rights of any other person or information which would be abusive, profane, or 

sexually offensive or which, without the approval of the system administrators, uses the district 

technology system/network for commercial purposes. The user agrees not to use Woodburyôs 

technology facilities to conduct any business or solicit the performance of any activity, which is 

prohibited by law. System administrators will be monitoring access to all system usage.  

 

A. Student Internet Access  

1. All students will have access to information resources on the Internet through their 
classroom, library/media center or school computer lab.  

2. Students and their parents/guardians must sign an Acceptable Use Policy contract 

before the students are allowed to use any computer and online equipment within 

Woodbury School District.  

 

Online Conduct:  

 
A. Unacceptable Uses  

 

The following uses of the Internet are considered unacceptable in the Woodbury School District.  
1. Personal Safety  

a. You will not post personal contact information about yourself or other people. Personal 

contact information includes your address, telephone, school address, work address, etc.  

b. You will not agree to meet with someone you have met online even if you are eighteen 
years of age or over.  

c. You will promptly disclose to your teacher or other school employee any message you 

receive that is inappropriate or makes you feel uncomfortable.  

 

2. Illegal Activities  

a. Sending or receiving information or material that is in violation of any local, state, or 

federal law is also prohibited.  

b. Users and their parents/guardians specifically agree to be held responsible for any 

losses, costs, or damages, including attorneysô fees, incurred by the District relating to, or 

arising out of, any breach of this policy by the user.  

c. You will not attempt to gain unauthorized access to the Internet or to any other 

computer system through the Internet or go beyond your authorized access. This includes 

attempting to log in through another personôs account or access another personôs files. 

These actions are illegal.  

d. You will not make deliberate attempts to disrupt the computer system/network or 

destroy data by spreading computer viruses or by any other means. These actions are 

illegal.  

e. You will not use the Internet to engage in any other illegal act, such as arranging for a 

drug sale or the purchase of alcohol, engaging in criminal gang activity, threatening the 

safety of person, etc.  
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f. You will not participate in any act of vandalism while using Woodbury School 

Districtôs computer and/or online services. Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt 

to harm or destroy data of another user, the system, or any of the agencies or other 

networks that are connected to the Internet backbone or of doing intentional damage to 

hardware or software resident on the system.  

 

3. System Security  

a. You will immediately notify a teacher or the system administrator if you have 

identified a possible security problem. Do not demonstrate this problem to other users.  

b. Disks may not be brought into the school district and inserted into any computers 

without being scanned for viruses and then approved by a faculty member or 

administrator.  

c. Attempts to logon as any other user, especially as a system administrator, will result in 

cancellation of user privileges. Any user identified as a security risk or having a history 

of problems with other computer systems may be denied network access.  

 

4. Inappropriate Language Usage  

a. Restrictions against inappropriate language apply to public messages, private 
messages, and material posted on Web pages.  

b. You will not use obscene, profane, lewd, vulgar, rude, inflammatory, threatening, or 
disrespectful language.  

c. You will not post information that could cause damage or a danger of disruption. You 

will not knowingly or recklessly post false or defamatory information about a person or 
organization, or private information about another person.  

d. You will not engage in personal attacks including prejudicial or discriminatory attacks.  

e. You will not harass another person. Harassment is persistently acting in a manner that 

distresses or annoys another person.  

 

5. Respecting Resource Limits  

 

Software is provided to the user as a curricular resource, and no one may install, upload, or 

download any software without the express consent of the system administrator. Any software 

having the purpose of damaging other usersô files/materials or any resources of the district is 

specifically prohibited. The system administrators reserve the right to immediately take action 

consistent with the Districtôs discipline code of any user who misuses the software libraries.  

a. You will not use the use the system for anything other than for education and career 

development activities, as directed by a teacher or systems administrator.  

b. You will not download files unless specifically instructed to do so by a staff member.  

c. The printing capabilities of the Woodbury Schoolôs technology facilities should be 

used judiciously. Unnecessary printing is a drain of the capacity of the systems, adds 

expense, and shortens the life of equipment. By developing on-screen proof-reading skills 

and practicing proper use of cut and paste techniques, users can and should conserve 

printing resources and help the system run more efficiently.  

 
6. Plagiarism and Copyright Infringement  

a. You will not plagiarize works that you find on the Internet. Plagiarism is taking the 
ideas or writing of others and presenting them as if they are yours.  
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b. You will respect the rights of copyright owners. Copyright infringement occurs when 

you inappropriately reproduce a work that is protected by a copyright. If a work contains 

language that specifies appropriate use of that work, you should follow the expressed 

requirements. If you are unsure whether or not you can use a work, you should request 

permission from the copyright owner.  

 
7. Unacceptable Access to Material  

a. You will not use the Internet to access material that is profane or obscene 

(pornography), that advocates illegal acts, or that advocates violence or discrimination 

towards other people (hate literature). A special exception may be made for hate literature 

if the purpose of your access is to conduct research and both your teacher and parent have 
approved in writing.  

b. If you mistakenly or accidentally access unacceptable information, you should 

immediately tell your teacher or a systems administrator. This will protect you against a 

claim that you have intentionally violated this policy.  

c. You must not go to any control panels or system files and must not change in any way 

the desktop of the computer where you are working.  

 

8. Cyber bullying  

 

Cyber bullying consists of dangerous or abusive actions by a student that directly affect another 

student, the school itself or its staff. You will not us any district technology or district provided 

technology for any form of cyber bullying, please report any instances of this you see or hear of 

to a teacher or school administrator. 
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Your Rights:  
A. Free Speech  

 

Your right to free speech, as set forth in the Woodbury School District Policy, applies 

also to your communication on the Internet. The Internet is considered a limited forum, 

similar to the school newspaper, and therefore Woodbury School District may restrict 

your speech for valid education reasons. The District will not restrict your speech on the 

basis of a disagreement with the opinions you are expressing.  

B. Search and Seizure  

1. You should expect only limited privacy in the contents of your personal files on the 

District system. The situation is similar to the rights you have in the privacy of your 

locker.  

2. Routine maintenance and monitoring of the Internet may lead to discovery that you 

have violated this policy, Woodbury School District Policy, or the law.  

3. An individual search will be conducted if there is reasonable suspicion that you have 

violated this policy, Woodburyôs discipline policy, or the law. The investigation will be 

reasonable and related to the suspected violation.  

 

C. Due Process  

1. Woodbury School District will cooperate fully with local, state, or federal officials in 
any investigation related to illegal activities conducted through the Internet.  

2. In the event there is a claim that you have violated this policy or Woodbury School 

Districtôs policy through your use of the Internet, you will be provided with a written 

notice of the suspected violation and an opportunity to present an explanation before a 

neutral administrator (or will be provided with notice and opportunity to be heard in the 

manner set forth in the Woodbury District policy.)  

3. If the violation involves other provisions of the Woodburyôs District policy, additional 

restrictions may be placed on your use of your Internet account and Woodburyôs 

technology resources.  

 

Woodbury School District’s Rights:  
A. Limitation of Liability  

1. Woodbury School District makes no guarantee that the functions or the services 

provided by or through the District system will be error-free or without defect. The 

District will not be responsible for any damage you may suffer, including but not limited 

to, loss of data or interruptions of service. The District is not responsible for the accuracy 
or quality of the information obtained through or stored on the system.  

2. The District will not be responsible for financial obligations arising through the 

unauthorized use of the system.  

 

Personal Responsibility:  
When you are using the Internet, it may feel like you can more easily break a rule and not get 

caught. This is not really true because whenever you do something on a network you leave little 

ñelectronic foot- prints,ò so the odds of getting caught are really about the same as they are in the 

real world. But the fact that you can do something or think you can do something without being 

caught does not make it right to do so. Even if you donôt get caught, there is always one person 

who will know whether you have done wrong-and that person is you. Your use of the Internet can 

be a mirror that will show you what kind of person you are.

Consequences for Deliberate breach of Student Acceptable Use Internet contract:  

1) Consequence #1  
 
Two (2) days of In-House Suspension and, following these two (2) days, a loss of Internet 

privileges for one (1) week. Following an individualized Internet ethics lesson given by the 

District Technology Office as well as a discussion with the studentôs parent or guardian, the 

studentôs Internet privileges will be reinstated for a probationary period of one (1) month, during 

which time any further violations of the contract will result in the student being given 

Consequence #2. No violations at the end of the probationary period will result in  

a full reinstatement of the studentôs privileges.  

 

2) Consequence #2  
 
Two (2) days of Out-of-School Suspension and a loss of Internet privileges for an undetermined 

amount of time, not less than two (2) weeks. The student will have to achieve a score of 80% on 

an Internet Ethics Test developed and administered by the District Technology Office, as well as 

another discussion with the parent or guardian. After achieving an 80% score on the ethics test, 

the studentôs Internet privileges will be reinstated for a probationary period of two (2) months, 

during which time any further violations of the contract will result in the student being given 

Consequence #3.  

 

3) Consequence #3  
 
Any breach of the contract will now result in a loss of all Internet privileges for the rest of the 

school year.
